COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Theatre Il is a course intended to promote students’ experience and skill development in one or more aspects of
theatrical production. This advanced class focuses on improving technique; expanding students’ exposure to
different types of theatrical techniques and traditions, and increasing their capacity to participate in public
performances.

The Student will have an opportunity to develop strategies and knowledge to:
1. Further understanding and appreciation of the performing arts through practical experience.
2. Understand the play production process from the first reading to the final curtain.
3. Gain a greater knowledge of the actor’s work and role in production.
4. Develop a professional sense of what type of productions are appropriate for different audiences.

This course does have a $20.00 fee that can be paid at any time during the semester at the finance office.

This course has a prerequisite of Theatre 1. If you did not take the prerequisite course, then it is your
responsibility to research and now these items to successfully complete this course:

For each class day an assignment is late, a deduction of 5 points will be applied.

In cases of documented medical emergencies or other extraordinary circumstances, students may request an
extension for late work without penalty.
