 WELCOME/New School Update 

 Review School Data and Report Card 
 Minutes: Dual Immersion has kept kids at our school that were tested for gifted and could have gone to magnet schools 

and also has kept students at our school that would have moved out of our boundaries or have moved and have been 

driving to our school.  This allows our students to have the consistent building of our teaching within our school from 

grade level to grade level.  For our demographics we are the highest in our district and were in the top five of the state 

last year.  We are not letting our demographics be used as an excuse.  We have seen an increase in our scores for the 

past four years. 

 Rules of Order and Procedure

 Safe Technology and Digital Citizenship 

 Minutes: We had poor attendance last year for our parent technology night.  Some suggestions for improvement were 

to have the students invited and provide activities for them.  Possibly doing a 10 minute video presentation and then 

having a movie out on the grass.  We think it would be a good idea to have all parents 2-5
th

 that have students with 1 to 

1 devices sign a consent agreement at least notifying them that their child has a device while at school and has access 

to the internet.  We’ve done this in the past and thought we should continue to do this.  We also discussed getting a 

software program similar to LAN school which allows teachers to see all of the student’s screens at one time.  We also 

have done training with teachers and the students during counselor lessons, faculty meetings, and internet safety 

during computer class time and assemblies from the state.

 Minutes: We will have the school wide plan and the summary available for our next meeting.  Discussed what the 

teachers are putting onto the CSIP as far as Grade Level GVC’s and learning targets, with common formative 

assessments.
